Shirt White, long or short sleeved blouse with revered 
collar. Blouse to be tucked in all the way round. 
Garments, other than white, are not to be worn 
under blouses.

Socks Socks – plain, dark colours (black, blue or grey), 
only, to be worn below the knee.   
If worn, tights should be plain, black or tan. 
Tights are not to be worn with socks. 
 (No leggings) 
Students wearing both socks and tights, or 
leggings will be asked to remove one or the 
other.

Coat Plain, dark colours – not to be worn indoors 

Shoes Polished, black, hard- soled shoes.  
Students arriving in trainers will be asked to wear shoes provided by the Academy or removed from 

circulation 

Hats Hats are not to be worn indoors 

Head Scarf / 
Turban Plain (black, blue, white or grey only) 

Jewellery Earrings – small, plain metal studs, gold or silver, (one in either or both lobes of the ear). 
No other piercings or visible jewellery. 

Plain wrist watches are acceptable. 

Academy Bag Either or both academy regulation bags to be carried every day 

Hair No extreme haircuts, (including eyebrows). 
Haircut can be as short as No.1 but only on sides. Must look smart. 

Hair is not to be dyed. Those arriving at the Academy with dyed hair will be removed from circulation 
and asked to dye their hair back to its original colour. 

Hairbands Plain dark colours 

Makeup Will be discrete. If a student is wearing makeup that is unduly noticeable, they will be asked to 
remove it. 

Nails Nails should be clean, natural and of an appropriate length. 
Nail varnish may not be worn.
